2013 Eden Valley Riesling 

Alc/Vol: 12.5% 

Colour: Pale straw with a green tinge. 

Bouquet: An aromatic wine with notes of passion fruit, citrus and 

 hints of lemon sherbet. 

Palate: The wine is crisp and fresh on the palate showcasing 

 vibrant floral and tropical notes, finishing with zesty 

 acidity and a clean mineral edge. 

 

Winemaking: Hand harvested from vineyards located in the premium 

 cooler climate region of the Barossa – Eden Valley. 

 Crushed, destemmed and then pressed using a 

 membrane press. Pressings were not used and ferment 

 commenced using French yeast at 12-15 degrees Celsius. 

 The ferment was kept slow and cool to retain all the 

 natural flavours and aromatic qualities. The wine was 

 racked, filtered and then bottled soon afterwards so the 

 wine was a true expression of the grape/terroir from 

 which it was made. 

 

Cellaring: Enjoy this wine whilst young while the fruit flavour it at 

 it’s most fresh and vibrant or cellar over the medium 

 term.
